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Mt. Kilimanjaro(Arusha, Tanzania)
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Fly to Arusha, Tanzania. On arrival, transfer to the hotel
and have a view of magnificent Mt Kilimanjaro, the
summit of Africa.
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In the morning, transfer to Ngorongoro, the 8th natural
wonder of the world. The crater is a virtual Noahs Ark,
inhabited by almost every species of wildlife indigenous
to East Africa including the rare black rhino.In fact, the
crater has the greatest concentration of wild life in the
planet. It contains a river, several swamps, a soda lake
that, from the top, looks like steam, full of flamingoes,
a forest and open plains.The large bull elephants that
reside here have extremely large tusk, due to the rich
mineral content of the volcanic soil and its grasses. They
are the most incredible elephants you'll ever see in your
life. You can see 'big five' here.
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We will start the day very early and descend into the crater
floor for an incredible morning of wildlife in one of the most
stunning places on Earth. After the game drive, there will be
time for a picnic lunch near the beautiful hippo Lake. After
lunch, drive to the Serengeti National Park . Serengeti mean
'endless plains' in Kiswahili and this 18,000 sq. km park is
inhabited by more than 2 million large animals including
more than a million wildebeest, hundreds of thousands
of plains zebras, and Thomsons gazelles. Large predators
including lions, cheetahs, and hyenas are drawn to the area
by this abundance of prey which migrate throughout the
park. Many smaller animals like rock hyrax, bat eared foxes,
mongoose, honey badger, jackals, monkeys, baboons and
African hares also inhabit the area along with nearly 500
species of birds. After attending a short lecture describing
the archeological digs and geology of the gorge, you'll have
time to visit the small museum. Afternoon game drive en-
route to campsite.
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Today you will wake up very early to do an early morning
safari before breakfast, to spot the animals when they are
more active and also to have a fantastic sun rise in front
of you. The sunrise in the african Savannah is one of the
most beautiful experiences one can have. After the game
drive, return to the camp for brunch. Dive to Kenya in the
afternoon. It will be a little long day of driving but the game
drives in and out of the parks can be surprisingly incredible.
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Enjoy full day game drives through the Masai Mara, where

vast herds of zebra, impala, antelope, gazelle and giraffe
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grace the landscape. Here hippos populate the stream
and lakes, and the woodlands and savannah are the
sweet home to leopard, lion, hyena and cheetah.
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Safari in the morning, then transfer to Lake Naivasha to
have leisure time.
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Go Safari again in the morning. Then after breakfast travel
to Lake Bogoria National Park, whose abundance of algae
attracts the vast quantity of flamingos that famously line
the shore.
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Transfer to Nairobi, capital of Kenya. Then flight to
Johannesburg, the largest city in South Africa.
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After breakfast, travel to the biggest entertainment centre
of the Southern Hemisphere - Sun City Resort. Sun City is
a luxury resort and casino, similar to Las Vegas, located
between the Elands River and the Pilanesberg. Afterwards
head to LESEDI Cultural Village, it is a tourist village which
celebrates the cultural traditions of several different
peoples of Southern Africa. It reproduces traditional
dwellings and offers demonstrations of dances and other
cultural activities. After dinner, go back to hotel and rest.

After breakfast, travel to Pretoria, capital of South Africa.
Following visit The Union Buildings, Pretoria City Hall,
Church Square, and Voortrekker Monument. Afternoon
flight to Port Elizabeth, check in hotel and rest.

stunning views. Visit the White Wildebeest National Park.
It was founded in 1931 to ensure the survival of white-
breasted wildebeests. Arrive in Cape Town in the evening.
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Bring your camera for a full day Cape Peninsula tour! We
are heading for Cape Point at the south western tip of
the Cape Peninsula with the most spectacular views in
the world. The tour begins with a scenic drive along the
Atlantic Coast, passing through Camps Bay and the fishing
village of Hout Bay. Then take the cruise to Duiker Island
(subject to cancel due to weather change), here you will get
to see ten thousands of seals lying on the rocks by the sea.
After special lobster lunch, head to Penguin Beach, and the
trip continues to Cape Point Nature Reserve (or the Cape
of Good Hope), you can take the 238-meter high cableway
and reach the top of the Cape Point. There are a variety of
wildlife which includes baboons, rheebok and the elusive
eland, witness the union of the Atlantic and Indian Oceans.
In the evening, back to Cape Town, enjoy the South Africa
special meal - ostrich meat and fried abalone slices, then
return to hotel and rest.
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After breakfast, go on a full day's Cape Town city tour. Head
to the Castle of Good Hope, it is a bastion fort built in the
17th century, and is considered the best preserved example
of a Dutch East India Company fort. Then head to Bo-kaap,
It is a former township, situated on the slopes of Signal Hill
above the city centre and is an historical centre of Cape
Malay culture in Cape Town. Bo-Kaap is a multicultural
area and is known for its brightly coloured homes and
cobble stoned streets. Afterwards travel to Victoria & Alfred
Waterfront. Situated in South Africa's oldest working
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harbour, this area has been developed for mixed-use,
with both residential and commercial real estate. The
complex houses over 450 retail outlets, including fashion,
homeware and curios, to jewellery, leather goods and
audio-visual equipment. You can have lunch on your own
arrangements here. In the afternoon, visit Table Mountain.
Itis a flat-topped mountain, known as "God's dining
table", forming a prominent landmark overlooking the
city of Cape Town. Here we can take the cableway to the
top and enjoy the stunning view. After dinner, drive back
to hotel and rest.

*The cableway on Table Mountain may be closed due
to weather change or annual repair. If this is the case,
different attraction will be arranged.
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(Optional) Helicopter flight over the Falls

After breakfast, drive to Nairobi Airport for flight to Victoria
Falls. Today we tour the Falls! Discover how the Falls were
formed and what local customs and traditions surround
them. The tour undertakes a mesmerising scenic route
and is led by an expert local guide. Learn how Livingstone
In 1851, first heard of the great waterfall, but it was only
in 1855 that he set out to visit it. He spent the night on
Kalai Island a few kilometres upstream of the Falls, having
come down river by foot, and the next morning set off
in a small canoe to approach the thundering smoke.
